Proposing a vote of thanks, Prof. N. R. Sheth, the institute Director informed the gathering that the
institute had recently decided to set up a Centre for Educational Innovation in the memory of
Professor Ravi Matthai. This Centre, he said, was expected to undertake innovative research and
training programmes in the area of management of educational systems, entrepreneurship and
institution-building.
